Used To Do It This Way

We are in for a big time title match this week as the Heritage
Cup is on the line. Noam Dar has dominated the division for
such a long time that he is starting to repeat challenges,
which will be the case this week as Mark Coffey gets another
shot. Other than that, we have the continuing adventures of
just about everyone else around here. Let’s get to it.

Here are last week’s results if you need a recap.

Opening sequence.

Oliver Carter vs. Teoman

The rest of Die Familie is here with Teoman. They go technical
to start until Teoman elbows him in the face. It’s too early
for a wristlock though (if that’s possible) and Carter takes
over on the arm instead. That’s broken up as well and Teoman
hits a neckbreaker onto the knee for two.

We hit the chinlock for a bit, followed by some slow stomping
to keep Carter down. Carter fights up and hits a quick
springboard moonsault to start the comeback, including an
elbow to the face. Another neckbreaker cuts Carter down for
two, only to have him kick Teoman in the face for a breather
of his own. That means it’'s time for Carter to cut off Die
Familie’s interference, setting up the springboard missile
dropkick. A running spinwheel kick in the corner gives Carter
the pin at 7:27.
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Rating: C. Carter 1is someone who could do something
interesting on his own but odds are that is not going to be
done for whenever Ashton Smith comes back. The good thing is
that NXT UK has turned Carter and Smith from little more than
a jobber team to stars and a team that means something. That
is something WWE and NXT have struggled to do for a long time
but they pulled it off here, so well done.

Post match Die Familie comes in and beats Carter down.
Trent Seven jumped Sam Gradwell at the Performance Center.

Fallon Henley is at the Performance Center when Isla Dawn
comes up to freak her out. Well at least she tries to, as
Henley doesn’t seem impressed.

Dave Mastiff congratulates Josh Morrell on his win last week
but says next week won’t go so well when they meet. Morrell
says he’ll give it everything he has.

Wolfgang is kicking a soccer ball around and has heard that
Ilja Dragunov respects him. That means something, but there is
no animal more dangerous than Wolfgang. Why can’t he take the
United Kingdom Title?

Stevie Turner vs. Amale

Blair Davenport is on commentary. Turner grabs a headlock to
start and runs Amale over, setting up the pose as Davenport
brags about her own awesomeness. Amale is back with a running
neckbreaker into a running basement dropkick. That’s too early
for a comeback (assuming she was in enough trouble to count it
as a comeback) though and Turner kicks her down again. A
running boot to the face and a running knee lift get two on
Amale as Davenport doesn’t approve. Amale starts screaming a
lot and hits a running bulldog for two, followed by the Hope
Breaker for the pin at 4:16.

Rating: C-. Not much to see here, but the interesting thing is



the fact that there are a few things going on in the women’s
division. This is impressive not just because things are going
well, but also because there are enough people and stories to
make an actual division for a change. It might not have been a
great match but I'd kind of like to see where things go, and
that is an improvement.

Sha Samuels can’t accompany Noam Dar to the ring tonight.

Meiko Satomura and Sarray are happy with their win, but
Satomura wants a match with her next week. Satomura doesn’t
say anything but leaves with Sarray. Emilia McKenzie isn’t
happy but is less thrilled with Nina Samuels coming up to ask
how that makes her feel. McKenzie leaves as well, with Samuels
finding this intriguing.

Mark Andrews and Wild Boar would like a Tag Team Title shot.

Sid Scala announces Ilja Dragunov vs. Wolfgang for the United
Kingdom Title in two weeks.

Heritage Cup: Mark Coffey vs. Noam Dar

Dar is defending and has no Sha Samuels, who has put Coffey as
a 100-1 underdog. Round One begins with a bit of a slow pace
as they go for some grappling. The threat of an armbar sends
Dar into the ropes, where he compliments Coffey on his
intelligence. Coffey takes him to the mat before letting him
back up for a running shoulder. The armbar has Dar in more
trouble as the round ends, with Dar seeming to sucker Coffey
into an illegal cheap shot (the referee isn’t pleased).

Round Two begins with the Nova Roller missing and Coffey
grabbing the Gator Lock (kind of a Tazmission but with Coffey
on the mat like he would be for a crossface) for a tap and a
1-0 lead at 16 seconds of the round and 3:56 overall. Round
Three begins with Coffey going for an early rollup, followed
by a quick middle rope bulldog. Dar is sent to the apron and
manages to get up a kick to the face.



Another shot the face gives Dar two and it’'s time to start
stomping on the arm. Coffey tries to fire up but gets kicked
down for two more. A suplex is blocked but Dar can’t hit the
Nova Roller before the time runs out (leaving Samuels
panicking even more in the back). Round Four begins with
Coffey grabbing another rollup but getting kicked in the face
for his efforts. The kneebar makes Coffey tap to tie it up at
40 seconds of the round and 9:01 overall.

Round Five begins with Dar hitting a running corner dropkick
for two. Another kneebar is countered so Coffey can boot him
in the face. Dar is back up with a guillotine choke, which 1is
countered into a suplex for a double knockdown. They fight up
against the ropes until Dar kicks the knee out. Dar goes up
top but gets caught, setting up a superplex as time expires.

Round Six begins with another kneebar being blocked so Dar
kicks him in the face. The Gator Lock goes on again, with Dark
making it over to the rope in a hurry. They head outside with
Dar taking him out but Coffey just beats the count. An elbow
to the face gives Dar two but Coffey is back with a running
clothesline. The sliding forearm gives Coffey the pin and the
title at 2:58 of the round and 18:35.

Rating: B. These two beat each other up rather well and I was
wanting to see just how much one of them could take before
they gave out. Coffey got the big win that he has been waiting
on for a long time now and that opens up a bunch of doors
going forward. If nothing else, Joe Coffey coming back could
set up a heck of a showdown if that’s where they go. Good main
event here, and Dar should be in line for a shot at the United
Kingdom Title after a run like this one.

Post match Samuels comes out, tears up his betting slips, and
cries a lot as Dar comes over to him. A lot of the locker room
comes out to celebrate with Coffey...and to get their money.
With everyone else gone, Joe Coffey comes to the ring and
celebrates with Mark to end the show.



Overall Rating: C+. The main event carried the show and they
did a nice job of not having the NXT stars take over the show
again. This felt like the old school NXT UK show and it was
nice to have something like that around again. At its best,
NXT UK can be a lot of fun and that is what they made work
here. I don’'t quite believe the show will be back to where it
was before, but I'll take it for a start.

(2021 Redo): This Is A Party?

Summerslam 2006

We’'re finally here and just like all the other times I’'ve seen this show,
it still doesn’t feel all that big. Nothing on the card really stands out
above the rest as some major match, but instead we are getting a bunch of
important matches at once. That isn’t a bad thing, but it did make for
kind of an odd setup. Let’s get to it.

The opening video talks about the history of the show...and then the DX
logo pops up as we talk about DX vs. the McMahons, followed by everything
else.

Rey Mysterio vs. Chavo Guerrero

They’'re fighting over Eddie Guerrero’s memory, so we look at both videos
from Smackdown, focusing on both of their relationships with them. So
yes, it does come off as a pay per view match based on people arguing
over who was Eddie’s real best friend. This is also Chavo’'s return from
retirement, despite the fact that he was on almost every TV show since
retiring. Rey hammers away to start fast as JBL goes on a rant about the
Guerrero family as only he can.

Chavo tries a shoulder breaker but gets sent outside, where he manages to
avoid Rey’s dive. Chavo’'s dive connects and it’s time to choke away back
in to the corner. Rey comes back out of another corner and kicks away at
the leg, only to be sent head first into the buckle. The fans chant for
Eddie as Rey is knocked outside but comes back up top, right next to
Chavo. They both hit a big facebuster back to the mat and it’s a bit of a
breather. Rey is back up with a kick to the head and there’s the 619.

Chavo counters the seated senton though, meaning Rey has to hurricanrana
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him over the top for a double crash to the floor. Cue Vickie Guerrero to
yell at Chavo and slap him in the face. Rey takes him down with a dive
and they head back inside to exchange Three Amigos each. It’s Rey going
up top but Vickie crotches him down, allowing Chavo to hit a brainbuster.

The frog splash finishes Rey off.

Rating: C+. The match was good, as you would expect from these two, but
egads the battle of these two over Eddie’s memory was hard to watch. I
know it’s the logical way to go, but at the same time it feels like it’s
being designed to set up some big Eddie return, which doesn’t seem that
likely. I'm sure we'’ll be seeing more of these two together and hopefully
that does not include hearing Eddie’s name every fourth word.

Queen Sharmell and King Booker are ready to face Batista but here are
Edge and Lita to interrupt. They argue over who is the most powerful
couple, with Booker calling him a squire. The champs make a bet: if Edge
loses his title, he has to kiss Booker’s feet but if Booker loses his
title, Booker he has to be Edge’s servant. I'm still not sure if these

champion vs. champion scenes matter quite as much as WWE thinks they do.

ECW World Title: Big Show vs. Sabu

Big Show is defending under ECW Rules. Sabu chairs him down to start and
hits a quick Arabian facebuster for two. Show isn’t having that and
knocks both Sabu and the chair down. The bearhug goes on for a few
seconds, followed by a fall away slam to send Sabu flying. Sabu finds
another chair though and knocks Show silly, followed by a top rope chair
shot to do it again. It’s table time, but first Sabu hits a top rope
bulldog. Sabu drives him through the table in the corner but Show is
right back up to run him over.

A Vader Bomb connects, with Sabu rolling outside as Show grabs the steps.
Two sets of steps are thrown in and a table is bridged between them. Sabu
uses the breather to climb onto the table, which falls down, then reset
it and DDT show through it for...well nothing as he doesn’t bother to
cover. Instead, Sabu sets up another table and is quickly chokeslammed
through it to retain Show’s title.

Rating: C. They did what they had to do well enough here, as they didn’t



stay out there too long and had Sabu use all of his weapons to cover up
all of the issues. I'm not sure how much of a doubt there was about who
was leaving as champion, but now I'm curious to see who is next for Sabu.

This could have been much worse so I'll call that a win.
We look at Layla winning the Diva Search.

Layla comes into the locker room where some of the women brag about her
cover on a magazine. Trish Stratus goes on a rant about what everyone
else had to do to get here. But it’s ok because Layla is one of them now.
Then they take her into the shower and soak her for her initiation. I
know the idea of a bunch of Divas in the shower is a simple concept, but
it loses its steam when they are in their usual clothes.

We recap Hulk Hogan vs. Randy Orton. Legend meets Legend Killer, who was
also hitting on the Legend’s daughter.

Randy Orton vs. Hulk Hogan

They lock up to start with Hogan shoving him down to hit the posing.
Orton has some more luck with a headlock, but he gets shoved away again
without much effort. Hogan powers out of another headlock and shoves
Orton down again but this time Orton gets in a cheap shot and stomps
away. You don’'t try to ram him into the buckle though as Hogan blocks the
shot and hammers away in the corner, as only he can. A thumb to the eye
and more right hands set up a clothesline to keep Orton in trouble.

There are the back rakes as JR talks about Hogan’s heeling days in the
AWA. Orton bails to the floor where he grabs Hogan’s knee and rams it
into the apron. Back in and the circle stomp keeps Hogan in trouble but
he ducks the high crossbody. The big boot misses though and Orton nails
the dropkick. The RKO connects for three but Hogan’s foot is on the rope
just in time. There’s the Hulk Up and the big boot into the legdrop
finishes Orton.

Rating: D+. I'm always going to be a Hulkamaniac but what in the world
was this? Hogan comes in, shrugs off almost everything Orton has, and

wins in about eleven minutes? It’s a feel good moment and such but this
serves Hogan and Hogan only, which makes me think he probably had a lot



to do with the decision. Orton could have used this win and while it
won’t destroy him, the loss doesn’t exactly feel like the smartest move.
The match wasn’t even that good, as Hogan dominated for the first half,
got beaten down for a bit and then went to the finish with some pretty

limited drama.
Posing ensues post match.

Melina gives Mick Foley a pep talk but Mick is worried about
the kind of mood Flair is in. She also doesn’t want Foley to
lose and damage her reputation as the manager of champions.
Foley is fired up too though and seems ready to go.

Mick Foley vs. Ric Flair

I Quit match so Foley brings in a trashcan full of weapons.
Foley starts fast and hits the running knee in the corner. The
Mandible Claw goes on about a minute in but Foley lets go to
ask Flair if he quits. Since Flair can’t speak at the moment,
Foley puts barbed wire around Mr. Socko, allowing Flair to
grab him low. Flair puts on the barbed wire Socko and chops
him out to the floor.

There’s the big whip into the steps but Foley grabs a barbed
wire board to hack Flair up as well. The fans sound like they
want fire as Foley chokes with a boot. There’s another barbed
wire board shot to the face and then one to Flair’s back but
he still won’t quit. Flair is COVERED in blood and Foley
pouring out the thumbtacks isn’t going to make it better.
Foley slams him onto the tacks but Flair still won’t quit, so
let’s bring in a barbed wire baseball bat.

Thankfully Flair gets in a low blow and sends Foley shoulder
first into the post. Flair hits Foley’'s arm with the bat but
Foley won’t quit, even with threats of Flair killing him. A
big shot knocks Foley off the apron and into the Nestea
Plunge, onto a trashcan for a cushion. The trainer comes out
to say Foley can’t continue but Flair isn’t having that.
Instead he throws Foley back inside, sending him right through



the thumbtacks.

Flair goes for the eyes with the barbed wire bat as Melina is
out here begging for mercy. The bat is driven into Foley’s
face so Melina throws in the towel to quit for him. Flair
kicks Foley low and demands that Foley be the one to quit.
With nothing else working, Flair grabs the bat and goes for
Melina, which is enough for Foley to quit.

Rating: B-. This one is likely going to have a lot of
different opinions, but the biggest problem is that I didn’t
exactly enjoy the match. Above all else, it was too violent
(and yes I know that was the point) for and there was so much
blood between two people who probably shouldn’t be doing this
to themselves anymore. Then there is the Melina thing which 1is
a real life friendship, but it came out of almost nowhere on
WWE TV. I get why Foley quit to save her, though it isn’t like
some big epic moment or friendship between the two. They did
what they were supposed to do, but it wasn’t something I could
really enjoy.

Foley is COVERED in blood and can barely stand.

The McMahons are warming up with Armando Alejandro Estrada in
their office. Estrada promises that Umaga will be there to
hold them against DX.

Smackdown World Title: Booker T. vs. Batista

Booker is defending. They take turns shoving each other into
the corner to start until Booker slaps him in the face. That
earns him a big push down so Booker chops away. It doesn’t
exactly work though as Booker grabs a Stunner over the to rope
and nails a hot shot to keep Batista down.

We hit the chinlock for a bit, with Batista fighting up for a

belly to belly. They head outside, where Sharmell slips Booker
the scepter to hit Batista in the face. Booker takes him back

inside to crank on the arm and then switches back to the



chinlock. The fans talk about a certain disease they claim
Sharmell has as Batista fights up to crotch Booker on the top.

It’s back to the floor with Batista being distracted by
Sharmell and sent into the steps. The Book End gives Booker
two but the ax kick misses, setting up a Jackhammer for two on
the champ. The Batista Bomb is loaded up but Sharmell comes in
for the DQ. You can’t even say it was a long match for that
lame of an ending.

Rating: D+. I'm not sure if you can call this a clash of
styles but they didn’t have much of a flow to the match and
the ending was even worse. This will set up a rematch on the
next pay per view but I'm not sure I want to see it again. The
match wasn’t the worst but it isn’t the kind of match I want
to see again. If nothing else, you would think the World Title
match would get more than eleven minutes but it doesn’t even
hit that, leaving this feeling like a match that they had
because it was required instead of something they wanted to
feature.

Post match Batista wrecks Booker again to set up the rematch.

DX is talking to someone in the men’s locker room. They seem
to have backup.

We recap D-Generation X vs. the McMahon, DX has tormented
Vince and Shane for months now so now the McMahons (and their
band of mercenaries, meaning Umaga and the Spirit Squad) are
dealing with this here.

Vince McMahon/Shane McMahon vs. D-Generation X

DX does their usual intro and we'’re ready to go. Actually hold
on as the McMahons stay on the stage and send out the Spirit
Squad. DX dispatches them in a hurry so here are Mr. Kennedy,
Finlay and William Regal, who are beaten up after just a bit
more time. Now it’s Big Show to take Shawn out while the other
three beat up HHH on the floor. HHH gets put through the



announcers’ table and NOW the McMahons are willing to head to
the ring.

Vince slams Shawn down as we officially start, setting up
Shane with the jabs. The bosses take turns beating Shawn down,
though Shane is smart enough to hit the floor and stomp HHH
down. A double suplex sets up a Paisan elbow and Shane takes
HHH down again. There’s a Demolition Decapitator (JR: “They
think they’re Demolition.”) into a Hart Attack into a Doomsday
Device for two on Shawn, with Shane being stunned.

Shawn fights up and hits a double clothesline, allowing the
hot tag to HHH. House is cleaned in a hurry and Shawn beats
Shane up on the floor. Cue Umaga though and Shawn gets taken
out, leaving the McMahons to beat on HHH. With Umaga ready to
wreck DX even more, cue Kane to fight him to the back. HHH 1is
down in the corner as Shane loads up Coast To Coast but Shawn
is back up to superkick it out of the air. Sweet Chin Music
into the Pedigree finishes Vince.

Rating: ;C-. It was another nicely done story with the
execution lacking. As has been the case for the entire feud so
far, DX never felt like they were in trouble. Having the army
there helped a good bit and DX was at least down here, but we
are reaching kind of a goofy point where you can only throw so
many people before it stops mattering. An army of midcarders
is a big update over the Spirit Squad though so it’s a step
forward, but the match, again, wasn’t much to see.

A lot of celebrating ensues, with a trainer checking on Shawn.

We recap John Cena vs. Edge for Edge’s Raw World Title. Edge
cashed in Money in the Bank to win the title at New Year’s
Revolution but then Cena took it back at the Royal Rumble a
few weeks later Then Rob Van Dam took the title and Edge got
it back, with Cena giving chase. Edge slapped Cena’s father on
Raw, so you know it'’s personal.

Raw World Title: John Cena vs. Edge




Edge, with Lita, is defending and loses the title if he 1is
disqualified. Cena wastes no time in shoving Edge hard into
the corner to begin the destruction. The referee has to cut
things off and Cena misses a charge into the post. That means
Edge can hammer away and send Cena outside for a nine count. A
spinwheel kick gives Edge two but Cena’s release fisherman’s
suplex gets the same. Cena gets tossed over the top and out to
the floor for a breather.

Back in and Cena misses a crossbody and we hit the chinlock. Cena
eventually powers out so Edge boots him in the face for two. Edge heads
up top and gets crotched, though he is fine enough to shove Cena down and
score with a top rope clothesline for two. The camel clutch goes on until
Cena fights up with a slam for the double knockdown. It’s Cena back up
with the Throwback and it’'s time to pick up the pace.

Lita throws in a chair because she forgot the rules but Cena gets rid of
it just as fast. Cena fires off his clotheslines but Edge cuts him off
for two. Cena’s victory roll gets two so Lita gets on the apron, only to
get knocked down again. A double clothesline gives us a double knockdown
until Edge is up with the Edge-0-Matic for two.

The spear is loaded up but Cena counters into the STFU. Edge grabs the
rope, allowing Lita to slip him some brass knuckles. Cena doesn’t mind
and loads up the FU, which draws Lita in. Again, that’s fine with Cena
who puts them on his shoulders at the same time. Lita gets flipped down
but Edge slips out and uses the knuckles to the back of the head to pin

Cena and retain.

Rating: B. It’'s the best match of the show, but that isn’t exactly
clearing a high bar. They were starting to feel things at the end before
the screwy finish but at least Edge got a pin instead of having Lita come
in for the DQ. Cena was starting to have the Superman vibe here as he was
fired up and unstoppable, which makes the ending seem a little more
impressive. They did well here, though the mic work is still the high
point of the feud.

Edge and Lita celebrate as Cena wakes up to stare down down and end the



show.

Overall Rating: C. I'm not sure if it’s the lack of one match standing
above the rest or the lack of anything really changing but I still don’t
care for this show all that much. It also doesn’t help that nothing
really jumps off the page as far as quality, leaving this to be a not
exactly memorable show. This felt like they were gearing up for their
next brand exclusive shows. That is a way to go, but then why should I
want to watch this? The show does feel big, but nothing happens here and
that leaves you with no real reason to watch it, which isn’t exactly what
you expect from a show usually this important.

ECW On Sci Fi - December 11,
2007: The New Guy Sounds Like
A Loser

It's the go home show for Armageddon and for once that means
we have four ECW wrestlers on the show. Granted it is for a
tag match rather than two singles match but I guess this 1is
progress. CM Punk and Kane are probably going to have to deal
with Big Daddy V and Mark Henry this week so let’s get to it.

Here are last week's results if you need a recap.

Opening sequence.

CM Punk/Kane vs. Deuce N Domino

Cherry is here too. Punk kicks away at Domino to start so it's
off to Kane for two off an elbow. The running knee in the
corner into the running bulldog gives Punk two but Domino gets
in his own knee to take over. Deuce hammers away and Punk gets
bent over Domino’s knee. Punk low bridges Domino to the floor
though and it’s back to Kane to clean house. The top rope
clothesline drops Domino and it’s the chokeslam (as Punk hits
the GTS on Deuce) for the easy pin.

Rating: C. This was just a warmup match for Punk and Kane and
that’s all it needed to be, as they beat up a team who has the
slightest bit of credibility left. I know Deuce N Domino might
not have had a gimmick with the longest legs but they could
have been around a bit longer than they were. Then again, it
isn't like the tag division has ever meant much of anything
around here so their downward spiral shouldn’t be that big of
a surprise.

Shelton Benjamin talks to us about gold, with people back in
1849 digging as much gold as they could. Those people only
found fool’s gold though, while he gathers gold. Benjamin has
won more than a few titles around here, and now he’s here in
ECW and “there’s gold in them there hills.” He is going to
grab his pick and shovel and dig and dig and dig because he 1is
the new Gold Standard. That was about as bad of a promo as it
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could have been and I'd like to believe that Benjamin got a
raise for trying to make it work.

John Morrison/The Miz vs. Jimmy Wang Yang/Shannon Moore

Non-title. Miz knocks Moore down to start and some left hands
knock him up against the ropes. Moore manages a quick swinging
neckbreaker and it’'s off to Yang for a dropkick. Morrison
comes in and gets his legs swept out, allowing Moore to come
back in and work on the arm. A double suplex gets two on
Morrison so he and Miz bail to the floor, where stereo Asai
moonsaults drop them again.

We take a break and come back with Morrison chinlocking Yang,
who suplexes his way to freedom. Moore comes back in but gets
slammed down for a crash. Miz’'s chinlock doesn’t last long so
it’'s a double belly to back faceplant to put Moore down again.
Moore backdrops Morrison down though and the diving tag brings
Yang back in to clean house. The moonsault misses so Morrison
rolls Yang up with his feet on the ropes but Moore makes the
save. Yang rolls Morrison up for two but the flipping
neckbreaker is enough to give Morrison the pin.

Rating: C+. Well that was about a mile better than it had any
right to be as Moore and Yang were making the most out of the
TV time that they had. These guys were working hard and they
had a far better match than I would have bet on them pulling
off. Yang and Moore aren’t going to be the next big thing, but
at least they had a chance to do something here. Pretty sweet
match while it lasted.

We go to a beach where a muscular guy is kicking sand on a
less muscular guy. A bystander doesn’t thing much of this and
buries the bully in the sand. The bystander says that
sometimes there is trouble in paradise. His name 1is Kofl
Kingston, and he’s coming soon.

Lavla/Victoria vs. Kelly Kelly




As we continue Miz tormenting Kelly for daring to date Balls
Mahoney. Kelly tries to start fast but gets forearmed down by
Victoria. A headscissors sends Victoria into the corner but
she runs Kelly over without much trouble. Layla comes in to
stomp away and put on an armbar before Victoria lifts her up
for a splash, ala Edge with Sable at Summerslam 1998. Back up
and Kelly sends them into each other but Victoria is done with
lowering herself to this and hits a faceplant. A spinning kick
to the head gives Layla the pin.

Rating: D+. Well they kept it short, and that’s about as good
as something like this 1is going to be. The match wasn’t much
of anything because Layla and Kelly aren’t exactly good in the
ring and there is only so much Victoria can do. I can
appreciate them trying to do something new though, as it isn’t
like anything else is working.

Matt Striker is really happy with the idea of Mark Henry and
Big Daddy V. hurting Kane and CM Punk. I think V wants to eat
them.

Raw Rebound.
Armageddon rundown.

Elijah Burke vs. Batista

Non-title. Before the match, Burke goes on a rant about how
this is his yard and he is the new face of extreme. Batista
isn’t wasting time here and runs Burke over to send him
outside. Burke manages a posting and sends him back inside to
stomp away, setting up a short DDT for two. An STO gets the
same but Batista fights out of a chinlock and hits the
spinebuster. Burke manages to knock him into the corner and
tries the Elijah Express but gets speared (more like a running
headbutt to the gut) out of the air. The Batista Bomb is good
for the pin.

Rating: C. This wasn’t exactly a match designed to be a major



test for Batista but rather a way to get him on TV here. In
other words, it felt like one of those matches from the very
early days of ECW where a guest star would pop up for no
reason other than stirring some interest. It helps that Burke
isn’t going to be hurt by the loss so this was just a simple
main event with a big name.

Overall Rating: C. That tag match alone was enough to make
this an ok show and the Batista appearance helped as well. I
like the whole mini merge between ECW and Smackdown, as ECW
couldn’t do it on their own and Smackdown gets to focus on
some different people on its own show. Not a blow away week
here, but they’re getting some variety and that’s a great
thing to see after so many similar weeks.

We’'re on the way to Death Before Dishonor and thankfully the
build for that show hasn’t taken everything over like the
Forbidden Door stuff did. It’s the first of four Fyter Fest
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shows and the Tag Team Titles are on the line as the Young
Bucks defend against Swerve Strickland/Keith Lee and Team Taz.
Let’s get to it.

Here are last week’s results if you need a recap.

Opening sequence.

TNT Title: Wardlow vs. Orange Cassidy

Cassidy is challenging, with the Best Friends in his corner
(complete with managers’ licenses). They go with the test of
strength to start and Cassidy puts his hands in his
pockets...which are torn off by Wardlow. Now Wardlow’s straps
come down...with Cassidy putting them right back up. The
Powerbomb Symphony is broken up and Cassidy snaps off a
headscissors but comes up favoring his eye. The referee checks
on him, allowing Chuck Taylor to whip out A CHAINSAW.

Believe it or not, that’'s enough for an ejection, with Wardlow
blocking a quick Orange Punch attempt. The lazy kicks annoy
Wardlow and he misses a charge to the floor. Cassidy has to
slip out of an apron powerbomb, leaving Wardlow to choke an
interfering Danhausen. Back in and an overhead belly to belly
sends Cassidy flying as we take a break.

We come back with Cassidy driving him into the corner but
Wardlow hits the F1l0...for two, making Cassidy the first person
to ever kick out of it. Another powerbomb is countered into a
hurricanrana and there’s the Orange Punch. The Beach Break
connects for two but another Orange Punch is countered into
powerbomb to retain the title at 11:44.

Rating: B-. This was a good example of a match that got a lot
better once they dropped the nonsense with the Best Friends
(and some with Cassidy). Once you let Cassidy do his thing,
you can get a nice match, especially with him fighting from
underneath. Wardlow won as he should have, but Cassidy was
hardly destroyed.

Quick look at Pac retaining the All-Atlantic Title at a Rev
Pro show in England.

Here is Chris Jericho for a chat. He'’s here talking as Chris
Jericho the man, not the rock star. Jericho 1is here to talk
about Eddie Kingston, who is such a rotten friend. We hear
about how Kingston'’s friends are always getting hurt or
injured, from Santana and Bryan Danielson to Ruby Soho.
Jericho: “You need to take better care of your chicks Eddie.”

Now it’s time for a barbed wire match because Kingston is a
mark for Sabu and Terry Funk but how many barbed wire matches
has he been in? Jericho had a barbed wire match at 22 and
knows how it tastes. Now it’s time for Kingston to face the
Painmaker because it’s time for both of them to bleed in the
final fight. This was the hard push to the match and while I
still roll my eyes at the barbed wire stuff, Jericho sold it
well.

Post break, Eddie Kingston gets very close to the camera and
promises to make Jericho bleed every drop of his blood. Ruby
Soho and Ortiz are behind him and don’t seem overly pleased.

Konosuke Takeshita vs. Jon Moxley

Non-title, but a title eliminator match and William regal 1is
on commentary. Moxley works on the arm to start before they
trade shoulders. A headlock takeover puts Takeshita down but
they’re back up for a double chop off. Moxley runs him over
and we hit a rather loose STF. With that broken up they head
to the apron, where a German suplex drops Moxley. He’'s right
back up and knocks Takeshita silly as we take a break.

Back with Moxley stomping away at a bleeding Takeshita. They
get back up for a slugout, with Moxley being sent into the
corner for a running big boot. A brainbuster gives Takeshita
two but his frog splash hits raised knees. They slug it out



again until Takeshita snaps off a hurricanrana to send him
outside. There’'s the big no hands flip dive as Takeshita 1is
holding his arm. Back in and Takeshita's frog splash connects
for two, followed by a Blue Thunder Bomb for the same. The
Death Rider 1is countered into a German suplex to give
Takeshita two more but Moxley pulls him into the bulldog choke
for the tap at 13:07.

Rating: B+. They beat the heck out of each other here and it
was a pretty awesome match, with Moxley having to survive
instead of just running over Takeshita. AEW has something with
Takeshita if they want to go somewhere with him, as he can
hang with anyone and the fans are into him. Find a story with
him and go from there.

The House of Black doesn’t think much of Darby Allin and blame
him for his problems.

Griff Garrison vs. Luchasaurus

Before the match, Christian Cage talks about how he just
doesn’t like the Varsity Blonds, especially when Brian Pillman
Jr.'s father was average at best. Christian would be so
disappointed to see that his final legacy in wrestling is a
failure like his son. As for Garrison, Christian doesn’t like
a publicity picture that he put up this week because it makes
him look like Jungle Boy. That’'s too much for Luchasaurus, who
stomps to the ring to start the beating. Luchasaurus drops him
hard and a pair of chokeslams set up the Snare Trap variation
(now dubbed the Tar Pit) for the tap at 1:34.

Post match Luchasaurus knocks Pillman out and puts him on the
table, with Garrison being chokeslammed onto Pillman and
through the table (on the second try).

The Jericho Appreciation Society aren’t happy with being in a
shark cage next week and want Eddie Kingston’s friends in one
of their own. Tony Schiavone 1is threatened with a comb until
Daniel Garcia says Wheeler Yuta is doing a Garcia impression.



All Out 1is coming to Chicago on September 4.

The Dark Order interrupts Hangman Page, who wants to fight the
House of Black. Page goes along with it, despite it not
seeming to be his original idea.

Jake Hager vs. Claudio Castagnoli

Castagnoli uppercuts him fast and tries a Neutralizer and
swing within the first ten seconds but Hager gets outside.
Back in and Castagnoli counters the ankle lock into a 619 for
two. A dropkick to the knee sets up a bulldog for two on Hager
but he’s back with some body shots to the ribs to put
Castagnoli down. There’s a beal to send Castagnoli flying,
setting up the Vader bomb for two more.

We take a break and come back with Castagnoli hitting the
springboard uppercut for a double knockdown. They fight to the
floor with Castagnoli hitting a running uppercut against the
barricade. Back in and it’'’s the giant swing into a
Sharpshooter, with Hager calling out the rest of the Society.
The distraction lets Hager plant Castagnoli down for two but
he tries another Sharpshooter. That’s broken up by another
Society distraction so Castagnoli goes with a pop up uppercut.
The Riccola Bomb finishes Hager at 11:44.

Rating: B-. This was looking like a squash to start but they
took their time and let Hager get in some offense of his own.
That being said, Castagnoli never felt like he was in any
trouble and won with his signature stuff in the end.
Castagnoli continues to look like a monster around here and
that should work well once he finally gets into a serious
feud.

Hook won’t comment when asked about a possible title shot.
We look at Thunder Rosa getting pinned in Japan.

Thunder Rosa is ready to have a rematch here in America for



the title. She and Toni Storm are ready to face anyone so here
are Britt Baker and Jamie Hayter to say they’re back. This
place is a natural disaster without them (Baker: “Get it?")
but luckily they know how to deal with these things. Rebel
pops in with a sandbag, which Baker hands to Tony and says
enjoy carrying it for a month.

Serena Deeb vs. Anna Jay

Jay is the home state girl. Deeb takes her to the mat to start
and we hit the headlock, followed by a shoulder to put her
down. Jay gets in a shot of her own and hits a running
Blockbuster. Something like a reverse Rings of Saturn has Jay
in trouble until she stacks Deeb up for two. The Queenslayer
is broken up with a throat snap across the top and a
fisherman’s neckbreaker gives Deeb two.

We take a break and come back with Jay firing off some running
elbows and a northern lights suplex for two. The Queenslayer
is broken up again and Deeb rolls her up for two more. They
don’t quite get a backdrop into a rollup right so Deeb grabs a
weird hold as she looks like she’'s setting up a Code Red but
sits down on Jay’s neck and cranks on the arms. That’'s broken
up and Jay misses a charge, only to come back with the
Queenslayer again. With that escaped as well, the Serenity
Lock makes Jay tap at 8:22.

Rating: C+. Deeb was doing a lot of the work here but they did
a good job of keeping Jay looking strong. She isn’t great at
what she does yet but she here a few things that she can do
well and it worked here. Nice match and that’s all it needed
to be, even with Jay having to tap in front of her
hometown(ish) crowd.

Post match Deeb keeps the hold on until Mercedes Martinez runs
in for the save.

Jade Cargill and the Baddies aren’t happy with Athena and Kris
Statlander, but they also want Leila Grey to know her place.



We run down the Death Before Dishonor card.

Jay Lethal comes to the commentary desk and promises to win
the Ring Of Honor TV Title.

Anna Jay is getting her knee looked at when Tay Conti comes in
to mock her for not being on TV very much.

Tag Team Titles: Keith Lee/Swerve Strickland vs. Team Taz vs.
Young Bucks

The Bucks are defending and Matt tries a superkick on Lee, who
just stares at him. Nick comes in instead and trades flippy
counters with Strickland until they both go outside. Stereo
dropkick attempts don’t go anywhere so they’re back inside
with Nick armdragging him into an armbar. Starks comes in and
walks the top rope, as does Nick.

Both of those are broken up with a double crotching, leaving
Matt to try to northern lights suplex Hobbs and Lee at the
same time. Everything breaks down and Lee kind of suplexes
Matt and Starks at the same time (this works a bit better).
Starks tags himself back in to dropkick Swerve and we take a
break.

Back with Lee coming in off the hot tag and cleaning house,
but Nick slips out of the powerbomb. Hobbs and Lee hit stereo
crossbodies before Hobbs goes up. Lee shoves him off and hits
a heck of a frog splash for two with a save being needed. Team
Taz is back in with Nick being put in an electric chair,
allowing Starks to walk the rope for a cutter. Swerve tags
himself back in and clotheslines Matt but it’'s time for the
Bucks to clean house with superkicks.

The referee gets bumped and the Bucks grab the titles, only to
have Swerve take one away. Swerve can’t bring himself to use
it though and it’'s the Bucks cleaning house with the titles. A
belt shot doesn’t pin Swerve so it’s the BTE Trigger, with
Starks making the save. Lee breaks up the Meltzer Driver and



it’s a powerbomb/Swerve Stomp combination for two, with Team
Taz making the save.

Hobbs starts spinebustering people including a bunch of people
being stacked onto Lee. Starks spears Swerve for two with Nick
making his own save. Matt loses a shoe so Lee knocks the Bucks
outside with it. Hobbs gets dumped to the floor and Swerve
uses Lee’s chest as a launchpad for a moonsault. Back in and
the Swerve Stomp crushes Starks for the pin and the titles at
13:04.

Rating: A-. And I had a long post thought out about how the
Bucks never lose and the near falls were all a waste of time
before the titles were retained. This was all action once it
got going and that is a very fun way to spend a good chunk of
the night. The surprise alone gave this an upgrade as I was
actually shocked by the ending. Well done here and an awesome
match.

Overall Rating: A-. Nothing bad, an actual surprise on the
ending, and more than a few awesome matches. This was a great
show that just kept going with the good stuff. It set up some
things for the next few shows and if those are anything close
to this, we should be in for a great few weeks. Pretty great
show here and worth a look up and down the card.

It’'s a big show here with a card that doesn’t quite live up to the hype.
We have a huge main event between Hulk Hogan and Shawn Michaels, but
after that it’'s kind of a downgrade with Rey Mysterio vs. Eddie Guerrero
with a kid (symbolically) above the ring. The World Title matches see
John Cena defending against Chris Jericho and JBL challenging Batista in
a No Holds Barred match. Maybe they can make it work though so let’s get
to it.

Lilian Garcia sings the Star Spangled Banner.

The opening video looks at the big matches, which works a bit better.
Granted that might be because it’s set to Remedy by Seether and I always
liked that song. Shawn vs. Hogan gets its own section of the video,
because nothing on this show comes close to it (fair enough).

US Title: Chris Benoit vs. Orlando Jordan

Jordan is defending and it'’s a German suplex into the Crossface to make
Benoit champion in 25 seconds. Now THAT is how you wake a crowd up while
giving Jordan exactly what he deserved in Honky Tonk Man style.

Vickie Guerrero comes in to see Eddie and asks him to calm down. This
isn’t about Dominic because it’s all about Eddie not being able to beat
Rey. Eddie wants someone to carry on the Guerrero legacy and Vickie talks
about him having a heart of gold. But there’s also an evil inside of him
that won’t leave Rey alone. Eddie: “So now you don’t think I can beat

Rey?” Eddie throws her out and reassures himself that he’ll win.

We recap Matt Hardy vs. Edge. Lita left Matt for Edge while Matt was hurt
and then he was released. Matt invaded Raw a few times to get at Edge but
then he was rehired and it was just Matt Hardy again. Tonight is the big
fight.

Matt Hardy vs. Edge

Hardy runs to the ring and starts the fight on the floor as it feels like



Matt wants to kill him. They get inside with Matt hammering away and a
loud HARDY chant. Matt grabs a rear naked choke but Edge gets to the
ropes and then back outside. Back in and Edge hits a headbutt to put Matt

on the ropes as the fans are all over Lita.

A spear through the ropes puts them back on the floor but Matt hammers
away with right hands to the head. More right hands in the corner have
Edge in trouble so he drops Matt face first onto the post to knock him
silly. Even Lita looks concerned as Matt is busted open. Matt can barely
stand so Edge kicks him in the head...and the referee stops it.

Rating: D+. So yeah Matt comes back, gets in a few shots, and then gets
busted open for a referee stoppage in five minutes. The first minute or
so felt like a war but then it was little more than a hard hitting match
with one big spot. This is the kind of thing that needed to go about
eighteen minutes with both of them bleeding, but that would suggest that
Matt was something important, rather than just a way to get Edge over. I
can go with that as Matt is Matt and Edge has been a near main eventer

for a long time now, but this was a major disappointment after the setup.

We recap Eddie Guerrero vs. Rey Mysterio. Eddie can’t beat Rey and has
been driven completely crazy over jealousy and his failures. Therefore,
Eddie is going to try something else so he brought up that Rey’s son
Dominic was really Eddie’s biological son. Eddie wanted Dominic, but a
social worker said they had to settle this, so a ladder match was made
instead.

Rey Mysterio vs. Eddie Guerrero

Tony Chimel: “The following contest is a ladder match for the custody of
Dominic!” And that'’s your most ridiculous ring introduction of all time.
Dominic and the social worker are in the front row so Eddie goes over to
them for a rather evil smile. Rey comes out and hugs Dominic so Eddie
goes over and shakes the social worker’s hand. We’'re ready to go and

Eddie talks a lot of trash as they stare each other down to start.

Eddie gets in a cheap shot to knock Rey into the corner but Rey monkey
flips him out to the floor. A whip sends Rey into the ladder though and
he has to springboard in with a dropkick to knock Eddie off. Eddie goes



to get another ladder so Rey dropkicks that one into his face, followed
by a springboard seated senton to the floor. Back in and Eddie saves
Rey’s climb with a sunset bomb but he can’t hold on, making it look
rather messy. Eh to be fair that’s a pretty tricky spot.

Eddie hits him in the ribs and face with the ladder before sandwiching
Rey between some ladders. The fans know what’s coming and are rather
pleased with the slingshot hilo onto a ladder onto Rey onto another
ladder. Rey gets up and uses a ladder to bridge his way up top to cut
Eddie off, including a backdrop onto the bridged ladder. The crash bangs
up Rey’s knee so he climbs rather slowly, allowing Eddie to dropkick the
ladder out and hurt the knee even more.

Eddie reverse powerbombs him ribs first into the ladder on the top rope
and there’s that evil smile again. That’s enough for another climb but
Dominic comes in to shake the ladder. That just annoys Eddie so he yells
at Dominic and demands a hug. Eddie: “I’'m your new daddy now!” Eddie goes
to hit him but Rey makes the save as Dominic is back with the social

worker who let him jump the barricade and interfere in a violent match.

Rey sends him into a ladder and then 619s said ladder into Eddie’s face,
only to hurt the knee again. The knee is ok enough to Drop The Dime onto
a ladder onto Eddie and then load up the ladder again. Eddie climbs up
the same side for an electric chair but Rey shows him how to do the
sunset bomb for the huge crash. Rey goes up again and grabs the case but
Eddie kicks the ladder out and pulls Rey down into a big spinebuster.

With Rey pinned under the ladder, Eddie goes up but stops to talk a lot

of trash. He can’t unhook the thing anyway, allowing Rey to wiggle free

and kick the ladder over. Apparently Vickie was supposed to run in there
and missed the cue, explaining why Eddie couldn’t understand how a hook

worked. Eddie is back up with Three Amigos, including the third onto the
ladder. That means another climb but this time Vickie comes out for the

save as she shoves the ladder over. Vickie pulls Eddie back so Rey can

climb p and win.

Rating: B. It’s rather good with some big crashes, but the Vickie/Dominic
stuff was too much and brought the match down. Rey vs. Eddie is something



you can watch all day, especially if Eddie is all evil, but they could
have come up with something better than a ladder match for custody
papers. It was too far and became dumb rather than dramatic, which

defeats a lot of the purpose.

Post match Vickie is relieved and Rey hits Eddie with a briefcase for a

bonus.

Chris Jericho doesn’t like John Cena’s theme music and promises to make
him as forgettable as the New Kids On The Block. He beat the Rock and
Steve Austin on the same night and Cena isn’t on their level.

Eugene vs. Kurt Angle

For Eugene’s (Or Angle’s?) Gold Medal with no time limit and Christy
Hemme is here with Eugene. Angle goes off on him to start and stomps
Eugene down into the corner. Eugene comes back with a Faarooq spinebuster
but Angle breaks up the People’s Elbow attempt with a hard clothesline.
The fans are very pleased with this as they don’t seem all that into
Eugene here.

Angle rolls the German suplexes for two and the fans are happy again.
Eugene gets sent into the buckle a few times so the comeback is on,
including a Rock Bottom for two. The Stunner gets the same and Eugene
takes down the non-existent straps. Angle reverses the ankle lock by
rolling him into the corner though and it’s the Angle Slam into the ankle

lock for the win.

Rating: D. This could have been on Raw as Eugene was completely
overwhelmed. The charm is long past gone now and it'’s just Eugene doing
Austin and Rock moves with almost nothing in between. It was just a
squash anyway as Eugene is treated like the glorified jobber that he is.
Angle needs to move on to something else and Eugene needs to become
something else entirely.

Post match Angle stands on a chair so he can be awarded the medal again.

The Divas, in swimsuits, wash a limo with the Presidential seal on the
door. The window goes down to reveal Vince McMahon. Vince: “Hey, why



not?” There’'s a McMahon For President bumper sticker on the limo for a

bonus.

Undertaker vs. Randy Orton

Rematch from Wrestlemania because Orton isn’t happy with his loss. It’s
weird to see Undertaker come out first. Orton bails to the floor to start
so Undertaker takes a second before shoving him down. A slap gets in
Orton’s head a bit but he’s back up to dodge some right hands. Undertaker
grabs a headlock (that’s a rare one) but Orton is right back with a
hiptoss into a clothesline. That just earns him a big boot to the face
and Orton is stunned in a hurry.

Undertaker goes technical with a keylock into 0ld School but Orton
somehow understands what it means when Undertaker stands on the top while
holding an arm. 0ld School is broken up with an armdrag back down but
Undertaker LAUNCHES him into the corner to hammer away. The big boot and
jumping clothesline give Undertaker two but the big boot in the corner
only hits...well corner really and Orton grabs a DDT for his own two with
Undertaker putting a foot across the rope.

Flashing back to his Evolution days, Orton cannonballs down onto the leg
and then wraps it around the post. The leglock goes on so Undertaker
punches his way to freedom, only to earn a knee drop to the ribs.
Undertaker limps into the powerslam for two and it’'s time to go to Texas
with a spinning toehold.

That'’s broken up as well and Undertaker starts kicking at Orton’'s knee,
earning a one off BORING chant. That doesn’t last long either as Orton 1is
right back to the knee as the slow pace continues. Undertaker kicks him
out to the floor for a ram into the steps and the apron legdrop as this
isn’t exactly hitting a high gear. 0ld School connects back inside and
it’s the Downward Spiral to Orton, who is right back with a dropkick for
the double knockdown.

The RKO is blocked so they fight over a Tombstone until Orton gets two
off the backbreaker. Orton goes up but Undertaker rolls through the high
crossbody and grabs him by the throat. The chokeslam connects but a “fan”

comes in. The distraction lets Orton hit the RKO for the fast pin.



Rating: C+. It was a struggle to get this high as there was no sense of
urgency or any time until the end where either of them seemed close to
going to a finish. At least the Wrestlemania match had an awesome near
fall of the RKO but this was a bunch of leg work until they got to the
finish. It could have worked if they had gone to a better ending but this
never got into a higher gear.

And it’s Cowboy Bob Orton. You can book the rubber match already.
Some members of the Republican National Committee are here.

We recap Chris Jericho vs. John Cena. They’'ve been having issues since
Cena made his Raw debut on the Highlight Reel. Then they got in an
argument over who was the bigger rock star, which turned into Cena’s
Steve Austin vs. Eric Bischoff’s Vince McMahon with Jericho and Carlito
as the chief lackeys. The former story was better but why do that when
you can do the same thing you’ve done so many times before?

Bischoff wishes Jericho’s luck.

Raw World Title: John Cena vs. Chris Jericho

Cena is defending. They go nose to nose to start and a lockup doesn’t go
anywhere. Jericho’s headlock is just as ineffective but he grabs a suplex
to take over. There’'s the spinwheel kick to drop Cena again but the
springboard crossbody only lands on the floor. Back in and Cena hammers
away, only to charge into a dropkick in the corner. A suplex gives
Jericho two and a basement dropkick to the headsets up the chinlock.

They go outside with Jericho choking away with a cord but Cena is back
with right hands. This isn’t exactly blowing the roof off the place so
far. The big flying shoulder misses though and Jericho hits the running
bulldog. Jericho has to bail out of the Lionsault so he tries the Walls,
which is kicked out to the floor in a hurry. Cena drops the middle rope
Fameasser over the ropes for two on the way back in but the FU is
countered into a DDT for two. It’s time to start in on the back with a
backbreaker and some elbows as the fans are loudly split.

The running crotch attack to the back only hits ropes though and they’re



both down again. Cena is back up with that hard clothesline into the
ProtoBomb. The Shuffle is countered into the Walls in the middle though,
sending Cena on the long crawl to the ropes. Jericho pulls him back in
but Cena makes the rope on the second attempt to a rather loud reaction.
Cena’s back is good enough to try a super AA but Jericho slips out and
grabs another suplex for another two. An argument with the referee lets
Cena grab the FU to retain.

Rating: B. This took some time to get going but they drew the crowd into
it and it turned into a heck of a match by the end. Cena is showing some
signs of brilliance in these big matches and Jericho has more than shown
that he can hang with anyone so this was a benefit to both of them. Good
match here as Cena is becoming a bigger and bigger star every single

week.

We recap JBL vs. Batista (hometown boy) for the Smackdown World Title.
JBL beat him by DQ last month so now it’s No Holds Barred. Not much more
to it than that as JBL isn’t quite the believable challenger.

Smackdown World Title: Batista vs. John Bradshaw Layfield

Batista is defending and it’s No Holds Barred. We get the JBL dollars
raining from the ceiling during JBL'’s entrance. The fight starts at the
entrance with Batista ramming him into various things. A fire
extinguisher into the face drops Batista though and JBL punches him
around the barricade, only to have Batista spear him through said

barricade.

They get inside for the first time with JBL kicking him in the head,
followed by some whipping with a belt. Back up and Batista charges into a
boot in the corner, setting up the Clothesline From JBL for two. JBL
slides in the steps and this isn’t going to end well. The powerbomb off
the steps is countered into a backdrop off of them and Batista hits the
spinebuster. There'’s the Batista Bomb but Batista doesn’t cover. Another

Batista Bomb onto the steps retains the title.

Rating: D+. This wasn’t much but it was way better than their previous
match as it didn’t go on forever, though the stipulation wasn’t exactly

used. They went with the definitive ending here as Batista completely



beat him, which is all it should have been. JBL was never a threat to
Batista and now they can both move on to something else, with both of
them going in the proper direction.

We recap Shawn Michaels vs. Hulk Hogan. They teamed a handful of times
and then Shawn superkicked him on the Fourth of July. Shawn said he had
to know and the match was made. Everything went spiraling out of control
after that though, with Shawn turning it into a weird near shoot on
Hogan'’s career while Hogan just referenced Bret Hart and screwjobs a few
times. Shawn has carried this feud on his back and it’s going to be
interesting to see how they get to the big boot and legdrop.

Hulk Hogan vs. Shawn Michaels

Hogan has the big flag out for the entrance. It’'s a long staredown to
start before Hogan shoves him away and shows off the biceps. Hogan shoves
him down a few more times and Shawn is already frustrated. A headlock
works a bit better for Shawn until a shoulder sends him into a backflip
through the ropes as the overselling is already strong. Back in and Shawn
knees him in the ribs but gets put on top so Hogan can kick him in the

ribs.

Shawn bounces as high into the air as he can for a crotching, before a
ram into the buckle gives us a bump that Mr. Perfect would think is too
much. A clothesline puts Shawn on the floor where he rolls backwards
again, gets up and falls back down. Shawn manages a kick to the face
though and starts chopping away in the corner. The slap to the face does
not go well so Shawn does it again before chopping even more. A third
slap earns Shawn a right hand out to the floor but they both get posted
with Hogan staggering around a lot.

Shawn posts him again but still can’t put Hogan down so it’'s time for
some left hands to the head. Some right hands in the corner get Shawn
shoved down again (make it twice), only to have him finally punch Hogan
down (you don’'t see that too often). Hogan is finally busted open and
Shawn grabs the sleeper to follow the Randy Savage formula from
Wrestlemania V. Shawn’s arm is covered in blood as Hogan suplexes his way
to freedom.



The forearm into the nipup lets Shawn drop the elbow (OH YEAH indeed) but
this one misses (leave it to Savage kid). Hogan slugs away but Shawn
tries another forearm, which takes out the referee. The fans want Bret
(fair enough after the promos building this up) but Shawn is up first and
heads to the top, only to come back down for a terrible Sharpshooter
(even Rock’s is better than that).

Another referee comes in and Hogan very slowly makes it to the rope.
Hogan kicks him into the second referee and everyone is down again. A low
blow drops Hogan and a chair to the head finally lets Shawn hit the
elbow. Sweet Chin Music connects for two but Hogan kicks out, Hulks Up,
punches away and finishes with the big boot and legdrop. So that’s how
they got there.

Rating: B-. The match was a weird one (YOU THINK?) as Shawn was doing his
over the top selling and turning it into a joke at first but then it
settled into a match with a pretty simple formula that hit the high
points but didn’t exactly break the mold. Hogan was the definitive winner
here and Shawn hit everything he could without being able to finish Hogan
off. I liked it well enough and it’'s certainly a dream match, but it’s
two matches in one and that’s a little distracting.

Post match Hogan poses but Shawn stops him to make everything nice. Shawn
says he had to know and, as usual, wrestlers are rather forgiving about
the whole situation. It’'s more posing to end the show.

Overall Rating: C+. This show was all over the place with some good
wrestling and action but a lot of things that felt like they should have
been so much more. It’s an enjoyable show and something I'd watch again
down the line, but it felt like they were going for a stacked show and as
it is, it’s just pretty good. Fix some of the bigger holes and it’'s a
great one, but I'll take what I can get after a build that wasn’t their
best work.

We're a day away from Against ALl 0dds and that means it is
time to wrap up the card. I'm not sure if that is going to
work out in such a short term build but at least they have
some time to get it done. The main event of Josh Alexander
defending the World Title against Joe Doering is already set
and should work out well enough for a one off. Let’s get to
it.

Here are last week’s results if you need a recap.

We open with a recap of Honor No More injuring Mark Briscoe
last week and taking him out of Against ALl 0dds (and probably
out of the company).

America’s Most Wanted and the Good Brothers try to get PCO to
jump from Honor No More to.whatever they’re calling
themselves. Vincent comes in to say PCO belongs to Honor No
More and no one else.
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Trey Miguel vs. Steve Maclin vs. Laredo Kid vs. Chris Bey

The winner gets the X-Division Title shot at Against All 0dds.
Maclin gets double teamed to start and knocked outside, with
Kid hitting a big dive to follow him out. That leaves Miguel
to avoid a kick to the head and hits a basement dropkick. Kid
comes back in for a spinning faceplant on Miguel but it’s
Maclin coming back in for an elbow to the face.

Mayhem For All is broken up by Miguel so Maclin and Bey head
to the apron. A running hurricanrana sends Maclin out to the
floor and Kid hits the big dive, allowing Bey to moonsault
onto the other three. Back in and Bey hits a pop up cutter for
two on Kid with Miguel making the save. The top rope Meteora
finishes Bey to send Miguel to the title match at 6:13.

Rating: C+. I'm running out of ways to say that a match with a
bunch of cruiserweight style wrestling experience are going to
have an exciting match like this one. Miguel getting the title
shot makes sense and should give us a good match when they get
the show tomorrw. I double Miguel wins there, but at least he
did here.

Raven of all people joins us to talk about the Clockwork
Orange House Of Fun match.

Against All 0dds rundown, plus what’s coming tonight.

Gisele Shaw vs. Rosemary

Taya Valkyrie 1is at ringside and the Influence 1is on
commentary. They go with the grappling to start until Rosemary
grabs her by the hair and bites her head. Rosemary sends her
into the buckle over and over, with Shaw going outside as we
take a break. Back with Shaw chopping away in the corner as
the Influence talks about Shaw getting a potential internship.

A series of running elbows gets two on Rosemary but Shaw
misses a running knee. Rosemary’s exploder suplex drops Shaw



for two but she’s back with a springboard cutter (didn’t look
great) for two of her own. Back up and Rosemary gets in a shot
of her own to set up the spear but everyone gets in a fight on
the floor. The distraction lets Shaw knee Rosemary to cut off
the spear for the pin at 9:22.

Rating: C. Shaw going to the Influence isn’t that interesting,
though I don’t quite think that is where this winds up.
Rosemary 1losing via a distraction/something close to
shenanigans isn’t the worst ending, but I'm not sure where
this story is heading. That being said, it’s a story involving
the Women’s Tag Team Titles and I’'ll take that over just
random title matches.

Post match the Influence comes in to beat up Rosemary with
Shaw'’s help. The three of them pose together.

Mickie James 1isn’t worried about Deonna Purrazzo and/or
Chelsea Green. The two of them come up and mock James for only
thinking about herself, so James decks both of them.

Rosemary summons James Mitchell and ask about Havok. He has
seen her in the darkness a bit, so Rosemary tells him to tell
her that it’s ALL HANDS ON DECK.

Savannah Evans vs. Jordynne Grace

Non-title and Tasha Steelz is here with Evans. Grace gets
driven into the corner to start for some shoulders to the ribs
but runs Evans over to cut that off fast. They fight to the
floor where Evans hits a chokeslam onto the apron, followed by
some choking back inside. Evans’ full nelson is countered into
a bulldog and Grace strikes away, setting up the MuscleBuster
for the pin at 3:49.

Rating: C-. Grace didn’t squash her but rather muscled through
Steelz’ bodyguard to set up tomorrow’s rematch. I don’t think
there is a ton of reason to believe Steelz has a chance at
Against All Odds, but maybe it’s a better move to just get the



rematch out of the way and move on to someone else for Grace.
Video on Joe Doering, who was very big in Japan.

Josh Alexander 1is proud of getting to retain the World Title
at Slammiversary but now he’s ready for Doering at Against All
O0dds.

Tag Team Titles: Honor No More vs. Good Brothers

PCO/Vincent are challenging for Honor No More, with the rest
of the team and James Storm at ringside too. Anderson takes
Vincent into some corners to start so PCO comes in to hammer
away. That means it can be back to Vincent for some running
forearms in the corner to rock Anderson again.

A middle rope legdrop crushes Anderson again as this is one
sided so far. The Deanimator actually connects for once but
Vincent’s chinlock doesn’t last long. Gallows comes in off the
tag and starts cleaning house but the Magic Killer is broken
up. Vincent misses Redrum though and it’s a rollup to give
Anderson the pin at 5:19.

Rating: C. The Brothers are pretty good at what they do and
Honor No More can be thrown together in almost any combination
for a match like this. They didn’'t have a ton of time here so
they had to pack a lot of things into this one in a hurry. The
division needs some more teams, but Honor No More works in a
five minute match.

Post match Honor No More beats down the Good Brothers and
James Storm but Chris Harris and then Heath, with pipes, come
in for the save.

Post break the Good Brothers, Heath and America’s Most Wanted
celebrate, but Storm says Harris isn’t wrestling at Against
All 0dds. Harris says he is and Storm gives in.

Ace Austin vs. Alex Zayne




Chris Bey is here with Austin, who bails to the floor at the
bell. Back in and Zayne sends Austin into the corner before
headscissoring him back out. A knee to the face drops Austin
and we take an early break. Back with Austin working on the
arm but Zayne slugs away and hits a clothesline.

The backbreaker into the faceplant drops Austin again but he’s
right back with the Miz clothesline in the corner. The
springboard kick to the face looks to set up the Fold, which
is blocked by Zayne’s jumping knee. Austin bails to the floor
so Zayne moonsaults onto both of them. Back in and a Bey
distraction cuts Zayne off though, allowing Austin to hit the
Fold for the pin at 10:29.

Rating: C+. This was your other X-Division match of the week
as Austin gets a boost off a win on the way to...whatever else
he 1s going to be doing. Zayne continues to be a guy who can
do all of the flips and such, though he needs to win something
if they want these wins over him to matter. He got close here,
but that is only going to go so far.

Against ALl 0dds rundown.
Trailer for a movie sponsoring Against ALl 0Odds.

Frankie Kazarian vs. Chris Sabin

Alex Shelley is here with Sabin and Kazarian’'s wife and son
are here. They trade armdrags to start and that means an early
standoff. Armdrags and headscissors escapes give us another
standoff as they’re even so far. Sabin dropkicks the knee out
and we’'re already in the Figure Four. The rope is grabbed so
Sabin wraps the leg around another rope, only to get kicked
away .

Kazarian hits the legdrop over the ropes to take over, setting
up a fisherman’s suplex for two. Sabin sends him outside for a
slugout, where the Wave of the Future sends Sabin into the
post. We take a break and come back with Sabin fighting out of



a front facelock and snapping off a DDT for two. Kazarian gets
sent outside for a change and it’s Sabin hitting a suicide
dive. They trade rollups for two each back inside until
Kazarian hits a slingshot DDT for two more.

The Flux Capacitor is blocked so Kazarian settles for a
northern lights suplex. Sabin is able to send him outside for
a tornado DDT onto the floor, but since it’s modern wrestling,
Kazarian is fine enough to grab a slingshot cutter for two
back inside. The Cradle Shock give Sabin two so Kazarian takes
him up for a superplex and a double knockdown. They slug it
out and trade kicks to the face until Sabin hits the
Clothesline From Hell, Michigan. The second Cradle Shock
finishes Kazarian at 21:16.

Rating: B. That'’s your wrestling match of the week and they
made it work really well. There were no shenanigans and Sabin
won with his finisher. It’s one of the better TV matches
you'll see, which was done with no gimmicks or insanity. That
is the kind of thing that is going to work every time and they
had a heck of a match here, which shouldn’t be surprising.

Overall Rating: B-. This was more of a wrestling heavy show
and that isn’t a bad thing. There are a lot of talented people
on the roster and this show served as a big table setter for
Against All 0dds. Maybe they can make the show work on such
short notice, but I can’t imagine the expectations are that
high. For now though, we had a good TV show and that is all
you need sometimes.

Giovanni Vinci vs. Apollo Crews

They fight over a lockup to start and neither gets very far.
Crews slips out of a slam but gets shouldered down. Some
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forearms from Crews rattle Vinci though and Crews is up with
AJ Styles’ drop down into a dropkick. They head outside with
Crews being dropped onto the barricade and we take a break.

Back with Crews making a comeback on Vinci, including a splash
in the corner and some rolling German suplexes. Crews goes up
but dives into a suplex, with Vinci pulling him out of the air
(dang) for two. Hold on though as Vinci grabs a fan’s phone
for a distraction, allowing Xyon Quinn to run out of the crowd
and deck Crews. Vinci grabs the sitout Last Ride for the pin
at 10:14.

Rating: C+. The screwy ending aside, this was a good win for
Vinci as he needed to do something to set him apart from the
rest of the field. Beating Crews means more than beating a lot
of NXT stars and the ending sets up Crews vs. Quinn while
Vinci can move on to something else. Nice match here and well
put together.

Cora Jade isn’t impressed by Toxic Attraction jumping Roxanne
Perez and is ready for some revenge. I'm sure.

Tiffany Stratton is getting her nails done and vents about
FINALLY being done with Wendy Choo. Now she wants to know who
leaves with the Women’s Title. The nail work isn’t great but
she’ll spare them a bad review.

Here is Cameron Grimes for a chat after his loss to Bron
Breakker last week. He didn’t get robbed and he even caved in
Breakker’s chest but he didn’t win the title. Now he has lost
the North American Title and the NXT Title shot but maybe
that’s just life. Instead of going to the moon, he crashed
into the sun...and here is JD McDonagh to interrupt. McDonagh
says that after Grimes lost last week, he became old news. Now
it’s all about McDonagh, who wants that meat head Bron
Breakker. Grimes wants McDonagh to look at him when he talks,
so McDonagh headbutts him. That’s enough for Grimes to chase
him off.



The Creeds and Damon Kemp are going over footage from last
week’s match and respect is shown. Kemp would love to run it
back and the Creeds are in if he is. The Creeds leave but here
is Roderick Strong to say that isn’t what you do. Kemp cost
them the titles so next week, Strong is teaching him a lesson.

Grayson Waller blames Wes Lee for his loss last week and wants
to teach him a lesson.

Roxanne Perez is still getting checked out.

Tatum Paxley vs. Kayden Carter

Katana Chance is here too. Paxley takes her down by the arm to
start but Carter is back with a running dropkick to the floor.
That brings out Ivy Nile to check out Paxley and send her back
inside, where Carter ties up the legs. Paxley grabs the rope
so Carter pulls her away...and right into a small package to
give Paxley the fast pin at 3:25.

Rating: C. I could go for more of Paxley as she and Nile could
be a little something if they’re put together. One of the
bigger issues with the NXT women’s division is that they have
a bunch of people but a lot of them don’t have much to make
them stand out. If Paxley teaming with Nile is her thing, then
it gives her a step up on a lot of the rest of the new class.

Joe Gacy is ready for the Dyad to reveal themselves next week.

Sanga 1s watching the intro from last week’s show where he
splashed Duke Hudson in a pool. Hudson comes up and complains,
setting up a match.

Fallon Henley, Josh Briggs and Brooks Jensen are in the bar
celebrating their Tag Team Title win when Pretty Deadly,
dressed as cowboys, come in. Pretty Deadly calls the place a
dump and a fight is teased, but Henley sets up the match for
next week.

Duke Hudson vs. Sanga




Hudson drives him into the corner to start but can’t whip him
around. Instead Sanga runs him over with a shoulder out to the
floor so Hudson grabs a neck snap across the top. Back in and
Hudson rips at the chest hair before hitting a big boot (Wade:
“Yes Duke!”). Sanga doesn’t seem to mind and hits a chokeslam
(Wade: “No Duke!”) for the pin at 2:58.

Mr. Stone and company don’t think much of Solo Sikoa being
from the streets because Von Wagner is a real athlete.

Solo Sikoa is ready to fight.

Toxic Attraction mocks Roxanne Perez for getting hurt, but
they didn’t do it.

Solo Sikoa vs. Von Wagner

They fight on the floor to start before getting inside for the
opening bell. Since they’'re so angry, Wagner grabs a headlock
before shouldering him down. Sikoa’'s shoulder just annoys
Wagner but a slam works a bit better, setting up a running
headbutt for two. There’s a backsplash to send Wagner outside
and we take a break.

Back with Sikoa fighting out of a chinlock but getting booted
in the face. Sikoa hits a belly to back suplex to start the
real comeback and starts striking away. There’s the Samoan
drop and a running Umaga attack in the corner, sending Wagner
outside. Sikoa goes with him and they fight up the aisle for
the double countout at 10:34.

Rating: C. The fighting stuff was ok, but there was a bit too
much wrestling in there for what they seemed to be trying to
do. Sikoa not losing to Wagner is encouraging, though I would
like to believe that this isn’t the best Sikoa can do right
now. Fighting Wagner is quite the downgrade and it seems like
we'll be seeing it again soon. How great.

Carmelo Hayes and Trick Williams go to the penthouse with some



ladies. The hot tub is visited.

Lash Legend dribbles a basketball and shouts about Indi
Hartwell. The ball rolls away and is stopped by a red baseball
bat.

Chase U has gone to London but Andre Chase isn’t happy with
being named as the seventh best school. Chase threatens to
beat Glenn up for writing this and throws him out.

Lash Legend vs. Indi Hartwell

Legend jumps her to start and they head outside with Hartwell
being driven into the apron. Back in and Hartwell gets draped
over the top rope before being bent over Legend’s back for
some cranking. Cue Alba Fyre on the platform, with Legend’s
basketball, for a distraction, allowing Hartwell to try a
springboard...I have no idea as Hartwell comes crashing down to
the mat in a horrible slip. Legend rolls her up but gets
reversed into another rollup for the pin (or close enough) to
give Hartwell the pin at 3:32.

Rating: D-. That ending alone is a downgrade, but Fyre
stealing a basketball is pretty lame even for modern wrestling
stories. What's worse is that Fyre, who could have been a star
on the main roster a year ago, is now tasked with bringing
Legend along. The botch wasn’t on Legend, but it’s not like
this was going anywhere before Hartwell fell down. Hartwell
continues to be directionless at the moment and I don’t see
that changing anytime soon.

Post match Fyre chases Legend off with the bat.

A bunch of women talk about Roxanne Perez, including her lack
of a boyfriend.

Tony D’Angelo wants to know where Legado del Fantasma's
loyalties lie. You mean he can’'t tell yet?

Solo Sikoa and Von Wagner are still fighting outside.



The QR code 1is back, this time taking you to a Wordle style
puzzle. The word is either = ~ 0Cor 0 C. Havoc?

Tony D’'Angelo/Stacks vs. Edris Enofe/Malik Blade

Legado del Fantasma (minus Santos Escobar) is here too. Enofe
and Stacks start things off with Blade coming in for some
quick double teaming. Stacks gets over to D’Angelo for a
suplex on Enofe and the villains take over. That doesn’t last
long either though as the hot tag brings in Blade for a
spinebuster on Stacks as D’Angelo sends Enofe into the steps.
Blade gets dropped face first onto the top turnbuckle and it’s
a swinging fisherman’s suplex to give D’'’Angelo the pin at
5:20.

Rating: C-. This D’Angelo/Legado stuff has completely stalled
and it doesn’t help when they are trying to have D’Angelo as a
serious guy. He’s the definition of a gimmick guy and that
doesn’t shine at all when he is in the ring. There 1is
something there with him, but they need to move on to
something else with him in a hurry.

Nikkita Lyons doesn’t know who attacked Roxanne Perez, though
people are accusing her. If she can, she’s ready to take the
title shot though.

Axiom likes comic books and wears a mask. He’ll debut next
week.

NXT Title: Mandy Rose vs. Roxanne Perez

Perez is challenging, or at least she is in theory as she
isn't here. Toxic Attraction laughs it off but here is Cora
Jade to say we’re having a title match. Mandy says not so fast
and gives Perez a ten count, but here is Perez, with ribs
taped, to answer. Jade tries to talk her out of it but says go
do it. Perez comes in swinging and gets a ROXIE TWO BELTS
chant. Rose isn’t having that and goes to the injured ribs to
take over, with Perez being knocked outside.



We take a break and come back with Rose working on a
bodyscissors but Perez fighs up and hits a running uppercut in
the corner. Pop Rox 1is blocked as Rose gets to the floor,
where Perez hits a dive. Pop Rox connects on the floor and
Perez gets her back inside...but Cora jade hits Perez with the
Women’'s Tag Team Title. That's enough for Rose to hit the
running knee and retain at 9:18.

Rating: C. They telegraphed that ending pretty hard but that
isn’t a bad thing. Sometimes it is easier to just go with the
story that makes sense, even if the pieces are laid out in
front of you. Jade and Perez splitting up 1is an interesting
way to go since they are still the Tag Team Champions, but I
can certainly go with the idea of getting rid of those belts
if that happens to be a side effect. As for the match, it was
what you would expect with an injured star coming after Mandy
Rose, who continues to be completely adequate in the ring.

Post match Jade yells at Perez a lot and tries to hit her with
the skateboard...but it breaks beforehand, leaving Jade to use
the pieces to end the show.

Overall Rating: C. This show wasn’'t the best but it was
setting things up for the future, which is a good thing to
see. The problem is they didn’t have a very good show to get
there and that made for a pretty dull night. The good thing 1is
that it came off a rather strong show last week so things
going down a bit was understandable. Now just get back to
closer to last week next time and we should be ok.
